Enclosed is the information concerning the proposal submitted in November, 2000 for the competition Business and International Education program authorized under Title VI, Part B, of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended.

In response to the solicitation of proposals in the Federal Register, 94 eligible applications were received. In order to assure careful consideration of each application, the following review procedures were adopted. Each application received an initial screening by a staff member and was then reviewed by a panel of international business education experts against the funding criteria published in the Federal Register. We recommended the 29 highest scoring applications for funding.

Enclosed are copies of the rating sheets prepared by the reviewers, with the names of the panelists deleted. Please note that the evaluation criteria on the enclosed technical review forms correspond to the criteria and statutory requirements published in the application package. No other criteria were applied either by the review panels or by the Department of Education staff in evaluating the proposals. Your application ranked 82.

I hope you will find the scores and comments helpful in formulating plans for the future development of applications for the Business and International Education program. These scores and comments, of course, should not be viewed as absolute judgments, but rather as an evaluation of this proposal in relation to the published criteria, and to the 94 other applications received in the competition. Please remember, too, that you were competing with a large number of very good applicants, and interpret the scores and comments in that context.
